The Brut Nature Blanc de Blancs is a pure expression of the Chardonnays from Nogent
I'Abbesse, vinified without the addition of liqueur. Its long aging on the lees gives it openness,
finesse, and tension. The absence of dosage highlights the purity and minerality of the chalky
terroir. The grapes come 100% from this terroir, which is farmed using biodiversity-oriented
practices. Only the juices from the first pressing are used for the cuvée, ensuring both finesse
and aging potential of the wine.
